¢ In October, both Mumford and Caledonia Fire Departments
host fire prevention activities for our students that include dem-
onstrations in the classroom and visits to the fire hall.

¢ Elementary students visit historic places in Mumford and Caledo-
nia to help them better understand the origin of their community
and the people who settled it. Town Historian Eileen LaFave
leads fourth graders on a tour of Caledonia cemetery. The Town
of Caledonia has invested much time and money into restoring
and renovating the history that is buried there, some markers dat-
ing back to the Civil War. High school students also volunteered
their time to spruce up the cemetery.

* First Presbyterian Church operates Source of Success, an after-

school program for Cal-Mum middle schoolers. Teachers coor-

dinate with SOS Volunteers to provide guidance and homework

help to students. Held at Connor House on Main Street, com-

munity volunteers meet with students from three to five o’clock

on school days. Many high school students also volunteer to work

with the middle schoolers at SOS.

¢ 'The talents of many Community Volunteers lend to the success
of the high school musical performed each spring at Cal-Mum
School. The talented cast of student actors and actresses is accen-
tuated by the beautiful sounds of musicians from our community
coming from the pit orchestra. Community volunteers also invest
many hours in set construction and painting and the end result is
a truly entertaining production for families.

* Community members sit on our building compact teams and
the newly formed family involvement committee at the middle
school. Parents and other community members bring their ideas
to the table on a variety of school topics.

¢ The Board of Education established a Community Education
program to share the wealth of educational opportunities that ex-
ist at this district because of strong community support from you.
We appreciate the commitment of our instructors, many from
the Cal-Mum community, to share their talents with our friends

and neighbors. We opened the doors of the middle/high school
buildings to more than 35 walkers who continued their fitness
programs indoors over the harsh winter months.

Our Partnership with Public Servants

¢ The Village of Caledonia and the Towns of Caledonia and
Wheatland and the district cooperate in many ways, including
saving taxpayer dollars. Municipal vehicles, fire and ambulance
equipment and school buses all share a fuel depot located on the
school campus. The district is able to purchase large volumes of
fuel at a discounted rate and as a result, everyone saves!

¢ The Village of Caledonia Police Department provides a cross-
ing guard in the morning and afternoon to ensure student safety
and good traffic flow. A school resource officer regularly visits the
school campus and is part of the district’s campus safety plan.

* When inclement winter weather strikes and school closing deci-
sions must be made, school officials depend on reports from the
Wheatland and Caledonia Highway Departments in making
the safest call.

e The Washburn Park tennis courts are home court for Cal-Mum
tennis through the cooperation of the Village of Caledonia. The
village and school district will share equally in the cost to perform
routine maintenance on the courts this summer.

* One superintendent’s conference day each year is dedicated to
staff health and wellness. Many specialists from the health field
participate in the day including Livingston County Health
Department, Finger Lakes Organ and Tissue Donation,
Livingston County Mental Health, Genesee Valley Health
Partnership, Sean Pursel of New York Fitness advises on
weight training and overall cardio fitness and other community
instructors lead Jazzercise and yoga classes.

* A coordinated effort between school administration, Caledonia
FD and PD, Livingston County Sheriffs Department,
GVEMS and others comes together in the spring just before the
high school prom, to produce a simulated DWT accident scene
involving students. The simulation involves real emergency rescue
and law enforcement personnel and takes place on the Cal-Mum
School campus and is attended by juniors and seniors. Numerous
volunteers representing community service professions are
committed to this program and to emphasizing the message about
the dangers of drinking and driving and the sometimes fatal
consequences it can bring. The simulation will take place in May

Q ua I iﬁ C ati ons Under the educational law regarding a contingent budget, the spending increase

cannot exceed 4.00% after certain allowable exclusions such as debt payments. Sorting out

1) United States Citizen such exclusions, the Proposed 2009-2010 Annual School Budget is below the contingent

2) Eighteen (18) years of age or older budget cap. If voters reject the Proposed 2009-2010 Annual School Budget, educational

3) Legal resident of the school district law permits the District to adopt a contingent budget. A contingent budget would reduce
for at least 30 days prior to the spending by an amount of $10,450.
